AP 4021 Program Discontinuance
Randy explained that Program Discontinuance is when a program at the District is no longer offered; it is permanently discontinued.  Clear Definitions on discontinuance, suspension and inactivation are explained in the procedures.  Terms used at the Chancellor’s Office (inactivation) are different than the local definitions.  Curriculum submitted to the Chancellor’s Office is input in the Curriculum Summary as “inactive.”  After three years of inactive, it is assumed to be discontinued.  A timeline will be developed to follow when discontinuing a program.
