Patti reminded the committee that this is the last semester of a 2-year process to comply with the Legislative requirement to create an ADT for every local degree that we offer in the areas that had templates completed by the joint Faculty Discipline Review Groups (FDRGs) and posted on the Chancellor’s Office.  David was asked to thank the AJ staff for all their work on modifying their AJ courses and to ask faculty to please respond quickly if any changes are required on any C-ID approvals or ADT approvals.

SPECIAL TOPICS/DISCUSSION ITEMS:  
· Distance Education (5 min.) First Reading/Discussion
First Reading, was also presented to Academic Senate; this includes the draft Plan, Handbook, new CurriCunet Processing procedures which are extremely different.  Committee was asked to review carefully and ask all FT/PT faculty to read.  Feedback can be sent directly to Patti.  Will be brought back to CC for Second Reading with revisions to the Draft and will request action be taken.  A fulltime faculty coordinator is needed to implement this plan, handbook, and Cnet.  There will have to be a “phasing-in” period to implement new federal and state requirements.
Graduation Requirement Recommendations (20 min.) 

Patti passed out Curriculum Committee Graduation Requirement Reminders briefly giving the history of what has transpired on the subject matter over the 1.5 years:

1. Great Recession resulted in auditing by Legislative Analysts Office (LAO) and recommendation to legislature that all activity classes be cut and offered as Community Service (fee based).

2. Barry Russell, the Academic Vice-Chancellor’s negotiated that repetitions be limited to 4 instead where the repetitions were important to college goal.  This applied to activity classes and permited creation of families or levels of experience retained for our students.

3. Patti shared a copy of the cover page to the Chancellor’s Office guidelines for the new rules for repeatability which identifies the 50,000 FTES in Physical Education as a factor the LAO used in its recommendations.  

4. At the same time the federal and state government also mandated that we reduce time and classes required for students to finish certificates, degrees, and/or transfer.  This resulted in the legislation of curriculum for degrees for the first time in history removing academic freedom in the CSU and CC systems by legislation.  This legislation resulted in the ADTs that limit major preparation to 18-20 units and disallows any local graduation requirement.  

5. Concurrently with these changes was the recommendation by the ASCCC to review local graduation requirements and the number of units/courses required for our certificates and as major preparation.  As Patti attended both Plenary workshops and the Curriculum Institute on repeatability and graduation requirements these were common recommendation and topics of discussion.  

6. In addition reminded the committee that graduation requirement reviews at colleges were discussed last year on the Curriculum Listserv.

7. This explanation was made because of references made that a small group of people or single person was causing the unreasonable review of graduation requirements.  Patti wanted to make clear that all community colleges in our state were responding to the actions of the federal and state government, not a small group of people.

8. Patti shared this history and the cover page of the Repeatability Guidelines so that a collegial discussion and vote could be held.

9. Each School/Center Rep reported on their respective school vote to favor removal of local graduation requirements or to oppose removal.  The vote was               Action: Motion made to remove the Local

After the vote, the process was questioned by a committee member.  The member asked why data was not used as a part of this review.  Patti explained that there was no data to look at since this is a local requirement.  The college has not identified or kept data on our local requirements.  

· ADT Update (5 min.):  Patti will provide Brian with an updated ADT chart prepared by Kathy; Brian to send out to committee.  All courses tied to C-ID or an ADT will be Emergency Approved, placed on CC agenda as an information item and moved forward for GB approval.  Only then can courses be submitted for C-ID or to Chancellor’s Office as a part of an ADT.  June is the deadline to submit to Chancellor’s Office; we have 19 that need to be finished and uploaded by this deadline.
· Meta Update (5 min.): It is recommended that we form a small committee like we did with planning for CurricUNET for META.  The committee will consist of Patti, Veronica, Mark, a Librarian, and ISS to work to simplify the steps used to create the flow in Meta.
· Curriculum Flow Chart Change for School Representatives:  Carry over to 4/3/14 meeting. 
· Six Semester Deletion:  Carry over to 4/3/14 meeting as an action item; updated list to be provided.
· CNET Flow Chart:  Revised Budget, Program and Course Impact (3 separate forms): Carry over to 4/3/14 meeting. 
· Articulation Officer Contact:  Veronica would like the School Reps to report to their faculty that it is very important that they NOT contact other articulation officers from other institutions as she gets hostile emails and/or phone calls from them asking her to control her faculty.
