· Program Discontinuance:   Patti informed the committee that Program discontinuance is now going through Academic Senate and not Curriculum which is not typical.  Patti informed the Senate that programs discontinued must at least be on a Curriculum Agenda as informational items because all curriculum must go through the Curriculum Committee.  The CC will have no responsibility for reviewing or taking action; however, after it is formally documented in a Curriculum Agenda, then the program (s) can go on the Curriculum Summary, which is forwarded for approval to the Governing Board as an action item in the next meeting.  Program Discontinuance is on the Senate Executive agenda for today.  Patti will make a strong recommendation, with Committee’s approval, that Program Discontinuance follow the Catalog Deadlines.
Discussion followed on the difference between discontinuance and inactivations.  Clear definitions need to be included in the Policy & Procedures.  There is some confusion in that the Chancellor’s Office uses the term “inactivation” meaning to stop offering programs, remove from the catalog,  but being able to bring back within three years.   Our College uses “discontinuance” and cannot bring the programs back.  At SWC, discontinuance refers to programs whereas inactivations refers to courses.  We need to discuss and decide if we want our programs to have the “inactivation” option that courses have and the Chancellor’s Office permits.

· Curriculum Committee Voting Compliance with Brown Act and SB 751:  Committee minutes must now show the voting.
In accordance with the Ralph M. Brown Act and SB 751, minutes of the RCC Curriculum committee record the votes of all committee members as follows.  (1) Members recorded as absent are presumed not to have voted; (2) the names of members voting in the minority or abstaining are recorded; (3) all other members are presumed to have voted in the majority.
Sample procedure as chair:  In practice (after one meeting), he records the names of the mover and second, the result (M/S/C), and then lists the names of votes in the minority and abstentions.  Some votes are M/S/U (unanimous), which covers all present.
