A few minor changes to the policies and procedures have been made to grammar and formatting only, no 
substantive changes were made since the last distribution. They will now move forward to the Academic Senate 
for 
approval. 

The Course Repetition/Course Withdrawal Petition is being finalized and should be ready by the April 25, 2013 curriculum committee meeting.  

Additionally, Substitution Waiver and Course Waiver Petitions are being reviewed.  Curriculum Committee members recommended that discipline faculty participate in the waiver petition process as they are the discipline experts and should be the point of contact for making decisions on waiver/substitution requests.  Curriculum Committee representatives should discuss with faculty within their departments/schools how unusual student requests on a petition should be reviewed by discipline faculty.  Another factor that will need to be discussed is petitions with time constraints.  During the summer a contingency for faculty review needs to be identified.  Patti will bring drafts of the updated petitions to the curriculum committee for input and review.

· TMC/C-ID Update:

Patti encouraged Curriculum representatives to include curriculum as a standing item on agendas for school meetings.  At the very minimum faculty should be updating textbooks and assignments to process TMC courses in the C-ID system quickly.  

She suggested that all department meetings, department chair meetings, deans council meetings be documenting TMC progress.  Patti will send an email to School Representatives, Department Chairs, Deans, and Curriculum Committee members outlining the minimum requirements for TMC approval.  The curriculum handbook will be updated this summer and will include the TMC process.  

Susan Soy provided the following update of TMCs in the queue.

Kathy will be following up with the Deans overseeing disciplines where not much progress is being realized.  Randy Beach has offered to work with faculty who are struggling to complete their TMCs.  The Academic Program Review committee is cognizant of the need to review courses during the program review process to ensure courses are compliant and maintaining recency requirements.
· Families/Equating Courses:  The question came up regarding course numbering for families like Art 173A, 173B, 173C, and 173D.   As long as the Families/Equating Courses are coded in colleague as separate courses with separate course outlines, then these are fine and comply with new requirements.  
· Approval Process on Minor Changes/Flowchart:  Committee members discussed the need to update the curriculum approval process in an effort to allow minor changes such as those required for TMCs to move quickly and seamlessly through the curriculum queue.  Brian will update the flowchart with the committee’s recommended modifications and send to committee members.   
· CurricUNET Training: Program/Course Modification:  TABLED-Jeff Fischer will provide training at the next curriculum meeting.
